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The Burke/Lonvig model is a ”psychology by art” model, which through the united powers of psychology and art teaches the schoolchildren to become better at focusing on creativity – and to improve their skills in creativity. In the practice part the schoolchildren solve an actual problem, defined before the seminar by the schoolchildren and their school. 

Because of the new skills of the schoolchildren the actual problem is solved with a solution, nobody had ever thought of.
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Organization psychologist Stephen Joseph Burke from Ireland and artist, designer, fairytale writer and software engineer by IBM Asbjorn Lonvig, who is a Dane, have combined their core competences and developed a ”psychology by art” model, the Burke/lonvig Model, which is based on:

- Stephen Joseph Burke’s immense experience as an organizational psychologist 
- Asbjorn Lonvig’s years of living in creativity  

- C. G. Jung’s psychological theories and The Cognitive Profile Model by Dr. Lois Breur Krause, Clemson University, South Carolina, USA
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Theory
Introduction, Concepts and facilities and the Burke/Lonvig Model is theoretically described.

The essence of the Model is trained through Case Studies, Exercise Tasks, and Inspirational Cases, which substantiate and focus sharply on the theory of the Model.
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Practice
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In the practice part the schoolchildren solve a tough problem, defined before the seminar by the schoolchildren and their school.
